Her begynner og komme lit tgy nu, men det er sa frygtelig dyrt, at man har ikke rad til og
kjgpe noe. Verden er skrullet nu, og nu plynder de rike de fattige for og fa igjen, hvad
dem matte ut med i krigen.

Kjare dig hvorfor driver du pa slik med arbeide. Ta det med ro, sa Trgnderen, du har
sikkert sa meget at du greier. dig resten av dine levedage. Gjgr dig livet behagelig, du har
sandelig arbeidet nok 1 din tid, det vet jeg det.

Her begynder dem og opretter fly ruter
mellem byerne ogsa, men det er altfor dyrt enda, Vi lever lit for tidlig i tiden. Jeg har
ikke hgrt fra F. Winters. pa mange maneder, jeg skrev sist, men vil skrive idag igjen,
kanske hun er syk? Jeg er glad over og se at dere er sa bra frisk din kone, samt Alma og
alle hennes. Alle vores er frisk og har det bra, og vare frisk er livets stgrste velsignelse.
og vi skylder og takke gud for det. Jeg laeeser om alle striker og uroligheter derborte, a ja
vi har mye, av samme slage her ogsa, men skryt i Aviserne om alt som skal gjgres, men
lidet og intet blir gjort, Husngden er stor her, folk pakkes isammen 2 og 3 familier om
samme kjgkken, og selvfglgelig blir det skjenderi mellem kjarringer og ongene, jeg fgler
lit av dette selv, men nar vi for vere frisk sa gar alt bra. Jeg sender dette bare sa du vet at
jeg har fat dit brev. Du kan tro jeg gleer mig pa “forundringspakkerne”. Ja du er
enestaende hjelpsom, og tak for det. Lev inderlig vel da. Du hilses fra Kona og alle
dgttrene.

Dear good brother.

Well thank you very much for your letter, which I received yesterday. I see you have
sent me packages again, yes you’re more than kind, and thank you so much in advance.
I’ll make use of “the Suit” I know an old taylor here, whom I can get to make the
necessary alterations. We’re starting to get some clothes now, but it’s so terribly
expensive, that you can’t afford to buy anything. The world is crazy now, and now the
rich are robbing the poor to get back, what they had to give out during the war.

My dear why to you carry on working like that. Take it ease, said the Trgnder (a person
who comes from Trgndelag), I’m sure you have enough to get by on. for the rest of your
living days. Make life easy for yourself, heaven knows you’ve worked enough in your
time, I know that. Thank you for the greeting from Halvor, I’ve heard nothing and
probably wont either, he’s probably busy. Axel was in town the other day nothing but
prosperity there, and need nothing they earned plenty during the War so they’ve always
been okey. If you can provide bread you’ll get whatever you need. Helga is still the
same. and that’s sad for them. Here we have really nice summer weather still, and the
quicker the winter will pass. What a lot of air plane accidents you’re having over there.
They’re starting to establish air plane connections between the cities here too, but it’s still
much too expensive, We’re living a little too early in time. I haven’t heard from F.
Winters. for many months, I wrote last, but will write again today, maybe she’s sick? I'm
glad to see that you’re so well your wife, and Alma and all of hers. All of ours are well
and doing good, being healthy is life’s biggest blessing. and we owe it to god to thank
him for that. I read about all the strikes and unrest over there, oh yes we have a lot, of the
same here too, but bragging in the Newspapers about everything that is to be done, but
little or nothing gets done. There’s a big shortage of housing here, people are packed
together 2 and 3 families sharing the same kitchen, and naturally there’s quarreling
between the women and the kids, I feel some of this myself, but as long as we’re healthy
it’s ok. I'll just send this so that you’ll know I’ve received your letter. I’m really looking
forward to the “surprise packages”. Yes you’re extremely helpful, and thank you for that.
Keep very well then. You're greeted from the Wife and all the daughters.
