Jeg tar det med ro, skal nu snart begynne og pusle i
haven, skal iar prgve og selge litt blomster.

Her er meget spente tider, du ved vi bor sé nare exisersplassen, der er det spent pa vad
som sjer neste dag eller natt.

Du undres sa pa pengene vi har foet oss tilsent fra Johan og frue. Nu skal du hgre,
pengene er oppbevaret i Stj sparebank, pa Norges banks sine vegne. Da du melte om
Johans dgd varslet Jeg Ole ved brev strax likesd Eidum. Gjertine og Olava fik hgre det
siden, har tullet bort adresen til Gjertine, men har ikke hgrt noe om at dem er for nermet
om dette, sa vitt jeg ved er her et meget godt forhold mellen oss sgskende og slekten du
hentyder noe andet, men de er ikke sant sa vitt jeg forstar, ingen har knurret til mei. Jeg
kommer tilbake til pengene. Da Johan var dgd og vi f@rst da hadde rett til disse penger
ifglge brev til mei dateret 6 Julay 1946 pengene skulde deles mellem oss 4 sgskende Da
tog jeg med mei boken og gjikk i banken og skule have pengene, men sa sa banken nei
det matte sgkes Norges bank om a fa tad dem utt, det bli gjort, men sa ville dem ha dgds
atest og gnsket helst at den Norske legation der over ornet med dette dem ville ha disse
penger inn 1 dgdsboe til broder. dette synes vi er svart hgitidelig for det er jo gaver fra
Dem der over til oss sa det har jo intet med dgdsboe a bestille Sa var Ole her for 10 dage
siden, og da var jeg a snakket med banksjefen her, og han syntes det beste matte ver & fa
en @rklering fra dere om at dette var en gave, og at di fraskrev derre retten til desse
penger. Og det skulde Ole skrive om strax til derre for han har nu den beste kjennskap til
forholden derover og deres. Vi trodde dett var den greiste mate og orne saken pa utenom
konsulat og sjefterrett. Haber di nu har mottat Oles brev om saken.

Jeg har holdt det for mei selv for det skulde vere en overaskelse for alle det var Johans
gsnke at ingen skulle vite om disse penger. Jeg har fortalt Herborg om dem om jeg skulle
falde bort. Haber det nu orner sig sa ver for sitt, ved deres velvillighed. Nu forstar jeg av
ditt brev at det er en del rykter i omlgp omkring disse penger men alt er ennu vel bevaret i
banken.

Stjgrdal the 16-3-1948
Dear Alma and you all.

Thank you for the letter I got from you today. We’re all fine here. Everybody is healthy
and have a little to do, so life rolls on. I’m taking it easy, will soon start to do a little
work in the garden, will try to sell some flowers this year.

The times here are very tense, you know we live so close to the drill grounds, where
there’s no telling what will happen the next day or night.

You’re wondering so about the money we’ve had sent to us from Johan and wife. This is
how it is, the money is kept in Stj. savings bank, on behalf of Norges bank (Norway
Bank). When you notified me of Johan’s death I immediately told Ole in a letter and
likewise Eidum. Gjertine and Olava were told later, I’ve mislaid Gjertine’s address, but |
haven’t heard anything about them being offended about this, as far as I know there’s a
very good relationship between us siblings and relatives you’re hinting differently, but
that’s not true as far as I understand, no one has growled to me. Back to the money.
When Johan had died and as we only then had a right to this money according to a letter
to me dated 6 Julay 1946 (the money was to be divided between us 4 siblings) I went to
the bank with the book to withdraw the money, but then the bank said no I had to apply to
Norges bank to withdraw it, that was done, but then they wanted a death certificate and
preferred that the Norwegian legation over there arranged this they wanted to include
this money in brother’s estate. we feel this is rather formal because it’s a gift from Them
over there to us so it has nothing to do with the estate Then Ole was here 10 days ago,
and then I went to talk with the manager of the bank here, and he felt the best thing to do
would be to get a statement from you that this was a gift, and that you waive the right to
this money. And Ole was to write to you about it immediately because he’s the one
who’s most familiar with the conditions over there and you. We thought this was the
simplest way of sorting out the matter without the consulate and probate courts. Hope
you’ve received Ole’s letter about the matter.

I’ve kept it to myself because it was to be a surprise for everyone it was Johan’s wish
that no one should know about this money. I’ve told Herborg about it in case I should
pass on. Hope it will be sorted out now so that each gets his share, with your



benevolence. Now I understand from your letter that there are a few rumors going
around about this money but everything is still safely in the bank.
